Switzerland County’s Internet Survey Results

The Switzerland County Broad-
band Advisory Group conducted
a survey of county residents and
businesses to determine the
demand for high speed internet
in areas of the county currently
not served. Currently, high
speed internet is available in the
areas around Vevay, East En-
terprise, and Patriot. By the
Advisory Group’s most recent
estimate, this leaves over 75%
of the county without coverage.

The survey results showed over-
whelming demand for high
speed internet in Switzerland
County by both residents and

businesses.
